Abstract. A person and his needs for the environment are changing rapidly — today, in the or-
ganization of the subject-spatial environment of the city, society has moved into the era of post-
industrial society. The embodiment of a new stage of development of society in the field of de-
sign becomes a change in the formats of presentation, materials used, forms, as well as funda-
mentally new functions required for the design of the subject-spatial environment of the city. It
becomes necessary not only to fill the aesthetic urban environment, but also to think through
some universal scenarios of human life in the urban environment. A number of requirements are
applied to such new objects, which are the lever for the implementation of a new approach: utili-
tarianism, interactivity, expressiveness, emotional saturation, self-sufficiency and aestheticism.
And increasingly, the stated requirements are both fully and partially formalized in objects that
today bear the generalized name of art objects. Such objects, as a rule, are universal, do not have
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a specific binding to the location, and their main mission is to exist for a person and solely for
the sake of satisfying his needs, which expand their range almost daily. The inclusion of such ob-
jects in the urban environment is widespread in large numbers, but not every manifestation of
modern art can be considered an art object. The purpose of the article is to analyze art objects as
part of the urban environment. The authors conclude that an art object makes it possible to ex-
press in an abstract form the view or opinion of one or another creator using various methods of
artistic expression: form, style, combinations of colors and materials, the manner of execution of
structures.
